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Notes on the Trau [Marriage] Register  
 
These twelve Marriage Register pages from the founding Church Register [Kirchenbuch] of 
the German Evangelical Church of Boonville, Missouri (now the ‘United Church of Christ of 
Boonville’) were photographed in 2011 by Harry Enderle of Boonville, as commissioned by 
John Hopkins, with the enablement of (then) church secretary Theresa Krebs.   
 
The coloring and image quality varies from page to page, but this is due to the condition of 
the original book itself, not the photography.  There is also a slight variance from page to 
page in the chronology of the dates and the form in which the marriages were recorded, but 
most likely this is due to some marriages having been recorded post-facto, and also 
changes in the pastors or clerks entering the data over the years. 
 
As the text comprises only the names of the married couples and the witnesses to their 
marriage, along with their place of origin and the date of the marriage, it was felt that 
translation into English was not necessary. 
 
The images have been combined to show the left-and-right views when the book is open.  
With the resulting horizontal orientation of each images, two have been put on each of the 
‘pages’ of this digital edition.  As the edition is in PDF format, the images/pages can easily 
be magnified for easier reading of the detail. 
 
These twelve pages, recording marriages from 1853-1872, are the entirety of the marriage 
records which were part of Volume I of the Kirchenbuch.  
 
Possible additions or corrections to this digital version will be made to the current online file, 
with the revision history indicated by the ‘update’ field below.
